Entries must fit in the
rectangular space no larger than a six-pack of
longneck bottles (5 /2 x 7 /2 x 9 /2). Entries must be self-
supporting. No wall or ceiling mounted pieces. Please provide
a stand if required for display.

Entry
Each current TCAA member is invited to submit one entry for

the exhibit. Entry fee is $30 for members. Annual
memberships begin January |, 2008 and will end December 31,
2008. Make sure your membership is current through 2008.
